17th Century British Token references----
Williamson’s Boyne,  17th C tokens, 1891. Normally a two volume set, this being Volume II only of the original 1891 edition. Contains Middlesex-Yorkshire, plus Wales, Scotland, Ireland, Isle of Man, Channel Islands, and the all important index and token finder. A bit wobbly, but all together and useful, shall call it VG, not marked up and spine intact,  $48.  
Welsh Tokens of the 17th C. Boone. Card Covered, 144 pages. Some stain on cover, F otherwise. $10. 

18th Century British Token References
CTCC JOURNALS--- I have some Journals, all original printings, from Vol 1, #1, and on. Early Journals are in short supply, and there are many I do not have, but it pays to ask if you have need for any particular one. Around 40 in stock.  Early types, $11, later Journals $6. 
Conder, James-----“An Arrangement pf Provincial Coins” &c. 1799 edition, in leather binding, with some of the leather missing at the top of the spine. Binding quite sound, and a decent copy internally. 
F+, $350. 

Dalton and Hamer---The Provincial Token Coinage of the 18th Century. 568 pp, illustrated, half leather binding, special presentation edition “L” of 26  printed, (A through Z) each enclosed in a custom slip cover, and with a separate folder included with a group of special color plates. This was an offering by Allan Davisson of his 1990 edition, which were all purchased by major collectors at the time. This edition belonged to the late Ken Lowe, of the Money Tree, booksellers. It is as new. These have sold recently, a couple sightings, anyway, at $700+, this one offered at  $625 postpaid. 
Dalton and Hamer, The Provincial Token Coinage of the 18th Century. 568 pages, illustrated. 

An unusual offering, this is a two volume book, put together from about ¾ ORIGINAL material and plates from 1910-17, and the rest from reprinted material. It was bound by Davisson after he used the plates in this book to print the 1990---and subsequently the 1996 and 2004--- editions of D&H that we all enjoy. 

You can own this historic version of D&H, with many of the sections original collotype plates, $550. 
Dalton and Hamer---The Provincial Token Coinage of the 18th Century.  568 pages, illustrated with the photos of the tokens next to the descriptions throughout. The “bible” for collecting “Conder” tokens, and a book that has held up as a fine reference since it was finished in 1917 through many re-printings. 
New, 2004 edition , Green cloth, with some updates bound in, another update in a folder tipped in. $188. 
D&H original sections with original covers, &c.

18th Century British, general books----

Bell, Commercial Coins, 1787-1804.  VF, no Dust Jacket, $58.  With DJ and about new---$88. 
Bell, Specious Tokens. No dust cover. Very Fine overall.258pp. Though it is not written in stone, as Bell’s books show up often in sets, this seems to be the most elusive volume. $88.  With DJ, $105. 
Bell, Tradesmen’s Tickets and Private Tokens.  Clean, but F+, a bit dusty and musty---it is autographed by Bell on the day of publication in 1966. $100.  Another, tiny tear in DJ but near new, $100.  
Bazaar, Exchange, and Mart—Xerox copy of Vol XXVIII, first half of 1883, January to July.  This covers the introduction by Samuel through Gloucestershire. Also tipped in a concordance to D&H by Welch.   $22. 
Notes on 18th C., Tokens, Arthur Waters. Card covered. 54pp. Waters thought that more information than was included in D&H was needed, and this has a good deal of information on diesinkers, whether the piece is a Genuine trade token, or specious, &c.  Really useful. This a Fair copy, internally clean but partially disbound, paper covers dirty and torn. Getting hard to locate in any condition!! $38. 
Atkins, Evasion Tokens---the pages of Atkins 1892 book professionally reprinted by Withers. A fine little 16 page soft cover volume with some history and the Atkins listings. New in 2004, OUT OF STOCK.    

Xerox Copy of Atkins pages on Evasion Tokens. Complete listing as in Atkins book, pp 385-395. Clear copy, easy to read. Most people own this as a Xerox copy as the book is prohibitively rare. $5 

Cobwright----“A Walk In the Monkolokian rainforest in search of the Spiney Fubbaduck”-------Evasion token reference, a huge update from Atkins’s listing.   Most refreshing title of a numismatic book yet devised---Available for $27

Coin World’s “World Coins”, for April 1987. The entire issue is devoted to one article, 28 pages, by Dr. Richard Doty, entitled “British Tokens and the Industrial Revolution”. Paper covered, used, $12. 
19th Century British Copper Token References. 

19th Century Token Coinage, --W. J. Davis. 1904. The complete listing of 19th C Copper Tokens that was the standard reference before the Withers book. 273 pages, many plates, this is the 1979 Durst reprint, and is in nearly new condition. $43. 

Bell, Copper Commercial Coins, (19th Century).  1964. 238 pp illustrated. This volume has information about the issuers of these fascinating pieces not found elsewhere. With dust cover,  F-VF nice at $37. 
An overabundance of these leads me to offer them at a very cheap price. Twice this in English sales. 

Bell, Unofficial Farthings. Hardbound. VF copy. 248pp, dust cover. Illustrated throughout. This volume is needed, as the Bell-Whitmore-Sweeny volume that updates it and supercedes it does not have complete information about the issues and issuers. Nice copy, clean, no dust jacket $57. 
Bell/Whitmore/Sweeney. “A Supplement to Bell’s Unofficial Farthings”. New, indispensable-- $42.
Down to short supply, I understand. A few copies left, indispensable. Re-numbering from Bell, and with updated rarity ratings as well as many new listings and other information.  Out of stock, but will get it if you need it. 
19th Century Silver Token References 
Silver Token Coinage, Dalton. 1922. The hardbound Seaby reprint, 1968. Complete catalogue in the style of D&H, with the description and the plate of the piece on the same page.  F-VF, dust jacket. $42. 

This is still the standard reference. 
Canadian Colonials----

Canadian Colonial Tokens (with values) 2007 edition, The Charlton Press. This new edition, card covered, spiral bound, covers all Canadian colonial issues, including pieces that were made in England or the USA and circulated in Canada. Quite a few new additions in this edition, and the prices have been raised to realistic levels. Superb book, $33 postpaid.  (Please, if this wanted, feel free to order it—but at the time of making this entry the three I have in stock are among the missing---have to be here somewhere----)
General information works, 17th – 19th Century tokens and medals----
Token Analysis---- John Whitmore. 1997. An interesting and useful exercise. John has been in business for over 30 years, and has kept extensive records of the grades, sales, and prices obtained for pieces offered from his stock. He has brought it together in this book, in a limited edition sold only in the UK by subscription and to customers. I purchased this volume in 1997 from John in Nottingham. It is #57 of 100 printed. 
200 pages covering all British tokens and checks, this may be the only one in the USA!!  EF,  $43. 
British Countermarks on Copper and Bronze coins,   J. Gavin Scott. 179 pages, plus plates. This is still the standard reference, as done in 1975. Useful reference, one I use a fair amount---A bit musty, F-VF $15. 
Kent’s British metallic Coins and tradesmen’s tokens with their values, 1600-1912. 1913. Hardbound, 354 pages, with some pages of ads at the back (one for Water’s now rare books on London tokens). The Provincial tokens of each county are addressed, and have a value assigned with a description. A very early and interesting “Conder” price guide, with the same done in the book for silver tokens and more. 

Interesting, and the first volume of this work I have seen---- VG-F. $48

“Pigs Meat” edited by Spokesman Press---selected writings of Thomas Spence--- A good look into the mind of this prolific token issuer and one of the first socialists. Includes the biography and much of his writing. Soft cover, $25.   

JRS Whiting, Trade Tokens, a Social and Economic History, 1971. 192pp, dust cover. Information not given anywhere else, and I have used my copy often.  VF copy.  $45.

British Tokens and their values, 1970  Hardbound, 200 pp, VF. $20
British Tokens and their values, 1984.  Hardbound, 200 pp, VF. $28. 
Wales and its Money----Richard Williams, 1974. Well illustrated, hardbound 120 pp.  Lots of illustrations, and very interesting. With dust cover. Cover VG, contents F-VF. Nice. Covers coins, tokens, and paper money, a very interesting read---  $65 
The Soho Mint and the Industrialization of Money. Richard Doty. Here the curator of coinage at the Smithsonian Museum gives us the definitive history of Boulton, Watt, their mints and steam power presses, as well as its effect on the money of the world. Wonderful content. 350pp AS NEW---- $99. 

“One Thousand Guineas”---By W. Bryce Neilson---  2003. Catalogue of imitation Spade Guineas, half guineas, advertisement guineas, and more. Card covered----only one available, NEW $35. 
The Counterfeit Coin Story---Peters. 2002. Soft cover, 218 pages. A look at counterfeiting from the Greeks to the present day, with heavy concentration on British counterfeiting. A must for collectors of counterfeit halfpence, with many stories and anecdotes. A great read—REORDERED, 3 LEFT. ----$47. 
Coin of the Realm------Liverpool, The Earl of----(Sir Charles Jenkinson)----  

A letter to the King-----this fascinating volume, written by Liverpool in 1805, discusses the state of the coin, the needs of the people, and much more. This is a bank of England reprint, 1880, and is a bit fragile, VG or so net. Hard covered, and with very good content. $27. 

Money, Scales and Weights-----T Sheppard, J. F. Musham. Spink, 1975 reprint of the 1923 work. Quite valuable for the listings of weights by types and individual pieces, as well as much information on scales as used in the days the weights were common. Covers banking, coins, intrinsic value as well. Useful, VF $22. 

An Economic History of Modern Scotland----Bruce Lenman. Hard Bound, 288 pages. The key word here is history, there is much in here from Scotland’s pre-industrial economy to the present day.

 A good study, $15. 

Seaby’s Coin and Medal Bulletin---for the year 1961. Twelve issues, bound in one hardbound volume. This covers a large array of subjects, coins, and medals from ancients to world pieces to British coin and token issues. Much information, always interesting------ Fine copy, $25. 
Minor pamphlets –articles, market tallies, etc--
Numismatist---June 1983,.  Mendoza article. Covers the token (which is pictured on the cover along with Mendoza in a boxing pose)in a 4 page article about the boxer and his time. The token is given top billing. 
Many other articles as well, most of an American numismatic nature. Fine condition. $12.

Colonial books-----
The Early Coins of America. Crosby, Sylvester, privately printed in 1875. This is the TAMS reprint, 1965. 378 pages, the first work on Colonial American coinage in any scale. Hardbound, VG-F overall, good copy not marked up and sound. $35.

Coinage of the American Confederation Period--- Phillip L. Mossman, Editor. 1996, proceedings of the Coinage of the Americas conference at the American Numismatic Society, New York, 1995. Various articles by Mossman, as well as Charles Smith, John M Kleeburg, Pete Smith, Richard Doty, and others. A wealth of information---- the book is about as new, hardbound, 346 pages. $25.  





All else, soup to nuts-----

English Silver Coins from 1649---Seaby, revised edition 1974. 240 pages. A fairly compact book you could carry around, the prices of course outdated but a wonderful checklist of all silver British coinage, and a good look at what is rare and what is not. Hardbound, F, $15. 
Early Half Dollar Die Varieties----1794-1836. Al Overton and Don Parsley. Third edtion, first printing. 

Still in use as the standard identifier of Bust Halves by many, with enlarged photos of the coins along with the description of each piece and die particulars. Dust jacket, this book new, obviously never used. $48. 
Vigilantes in Gold Rush California,  R. L Sankewicz.  270pp. Interesting look at how the people lived and what they had to do (or thought they had to do) to keep the law—also much on the merchants, and the miners, how they lived, and how they died. Covers the era 1849-1860 and beyond, hardbound, minor paper damage to first few pages, $24. 


The Currency of Fame---Frick and Abrams. A heavy “Coffee Table” book with portrait medals of the Renaissance, wonderful information and great photography.   1994.  As new, $56. 
Artists and Illustrators of the Old West, 1850-1890.  Robert Taft.  381pp, plus over 70 pages of illustrations by famous artist such as Remmington, etc. Sketches of the lives of the illustrators, and some of their work, well done, much information and fascinating for the collector of US Western material. 

About as new, $55.  

Unusual World Coins---- Colin R. Bruce, II.  190pp, card covered, 1987. This book lists odd coinage that you might run across that is not listed anywhere else. Private issue tokens, medals, and coins that leave one baffled often explained here. Interesting content, Fine, $12. 
Commemorative  Medals--- J. R. S Whiting, 1972. This book covers the British medal, and is a fine introductory volume. If you have read his book on Trade Tokens (elsewhere in this offering), you will know he is a good writer and educates while keeping one entertained. GF, hard bound, $15. 
Bryan Money-----Farran Zerbe. A GVF copy of the card covered offprint of Zerbe’s work on Bryan Money, the comparative and satirical issues from the presidential campaigns of 1896 and 1900 in the USA. 

The offprint covers pp 313-384 (71 pages), with lots of illustrations of this weird but interesting series. 

A fun catalogue----- $28. 

Paper Money of the United States. Robert Freidburg, 15th Edition, 1998. Photos and valuations of all US paper money issues, by signatures, seals, etc. Near new condition, $18. 

\NEW BOOK----Obsolete Paper Money issued by Banks in the USA, 1782-1866.  Q. David Bowers. 

A listing of the notes, yes---but historical information on the issuers and the times in which they lived as can only be served up by QDB, the master storyteller. 598 pages, profusely illustrated. NEW, $77 postpaid. 

Economic Development in Europe------Clive Day, 1946.  746 pages, hardbound. Anyone interested in the money of Europe and the development directly after the defeat of Germany in WWII will be interested in this book. How the countries developed, and what was expected. There are some surprises here--- F, nice $17.

Banking in the American West (From the Gold rush to Deregulation)----Doti and Schweikart. Hardbound, 357 pages. The story of how banks and the communities in the “gold rush” west combined to promote economic growth. I think you will be surprised if not familiar with the subject how money was used, and how the concept of “branch banks”—unknown until the days of A. P Gianini in San Francisco---spread, and with it the spread of wealth. They also take us through the depression era. Much information, good book. 

Dust cover, GVF, $25. 

Biography of a Bank---The Story of the Bank of America. Marquis and Bessie James.  Hard cover, 560pp. From the “Bank of Italy”, with one branch, to one of the largest banks in America. The genius of 

A.P. Gianini, his ideas and methods to build an empire. This is really a story of the raising of the Old West, entrepreneurs, villains, and money. I read this book and found it fascinating, and think you will as well. 

 Shows obvious use by more than one reader, worth having. Covers VG-F, contents F+, $28. 

USA paper money pamphlets, card covered, each by John A. Muscalus, Ph.D. These are “Theme” pamphlets with 8-23 pages each, covering the following subjects, all referring to Obsolete paper issues---
