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Happy New Year!!!  2004--- time sure marches along. My trip to England awarded me with quite a bit of new material, and further insight into the marketplace. I find that I am now selling more and more tokens to British buyers. Since I try to carry only nice examples of whatever grade is requested, the British customers are telling me that they can find only lower grade examples for sale in most venues there. I find the same thing when looking over dealer stock, except for very rare pieces, which they still seem to have. The prices for “common” tokens in high grade is well over what we have been charging in the USA. It takes a lot of hunting to find tokens to buy, and then the prices are high. But--- we must do what we must do. The US market, however, is not as strong--- which makes buying interesting. It seems that the British collectors have again found the series, and are collecting in higher grades than before. Rather interesting to watch. 


	The trip was fun—I had a chance to stand at the entrance of the Sapperton Tunnel (see Gloucester 58-61), and walk part of the Thames and Severn Canal with David Jones. Attended the Token Congress in Eastbourne,  wandered about with Cobwright, and spent a week chasing stock in London. I hope you will approve of some of the items I have found both there and elsewhere--- enjoy the list---Bill
