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         List #45 Remainder

The Dr. Richard Doty reference collection of Conder Tokens.


With the exception of a very few tokens, this is the remainder from my sale held 3 weeks ago. Most of the pieces left are lower grade, and were duplicates or triplicates in his collection---but there are a few surprises. 
Many of the tokens were chosen by Dr. Doty because they were examples of the minting process, and that leaves many of these with what look like errors or flaws---but they would not have been chosen otherwise. 

Dr Doty, as the curator of the National Money Museum at the Smithsonian, has an eye for such things, and he has taken this knowledge and written about it in many books and articles. 


As this discount sale is a bit different than my usual one, there are discounts from prices seen.
Choose what you will from the list below, and take 10% off the totals. The pieces will come with Dr. Doty’s envelopes. A few have been reduced BEFORE the 10% discount--- only his remainders shall be listed due to time constraints. 
The Doty list consisted of about 11 pages of Conder tokens, which is reduced here to the remainder, consisting of just under three pages in length in total. The original sale, a month ago, resulted in the sale of eight pages of Conder tokens, most of those selling in the first three days. I want to thank all who participated, some very interesting pieces found new homes. 

A word about the latest (and last) Spence sale---the prices in London were strong—very strong for the most part. 

I found this a bit unusual considering the rather erratic quality of the tokens, as Spence did not put the emphasis on quality in the Welch, Scottish, and Irish pieces that were found in the English offerings. Nearly everything went for over high estimate, and some of it for double high estimate. It seems that the major collections seen for sale have been dispersed---we may now have a period of settling, where the prices shall shake out. 
Many rarities have been seen on the auction floors in the past 2 years. The quality, and the quantity of the tokens have left some thinking that, well, some of these are not so rare after all. I have seen this all before, and know that most are certainly as rare as we thought, and perhaps more so---if there are no major sales in the next couple of years the supply of rarities now in the hands of dealers shall again dry up. I currently have a wonderful inventory, but do not expect it to last. Two years ago my stock was nearly depleted. Over my next few lists you may expect to see some very nice tokens.
