THE FUN STUFF---continued
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George III Preserved from Assassination, 1800.  A Bz 48mm medal, by Kuchler, Soho Mint. Bust George III----Rev, Flaming alter, eye of Providence. Minor field scuffs, no wear, nets EF easily $295.  
The Religious State of Britain--- Dutch issue, Pewter or White metal, 57mm,1688. Obverse, Pedestal, dove, chalice, mitre---Reverse, A Dog wearing a rosary. A few scattered marks, but in 300+ years  remarkable for its lack of any major problems—great rims, etc. During this period, the Protestant-Catholic dispute was in full flower (see Godfrey medal, below)---This piece VF or better, and EXTREMELY RARE---  $320. 

Murder of Sir Edmunberry Godfrey----1678. A Silver medal, 37.5mm. Godfrey was in charge of “bringing Catholics to justice”---on the slightest charges they would be punished, even killed. Four Catholics killed Godfrey, and hid his body—claiming that they had seen him after he had been killed. This medal has Godfrey being strangled on the obverse, and a reversible head of the Pope and the Devil. F-VF, $225. 
Pitt Club Badge (shell) in gold and enamel---named to the Reverend Wm Chafey. Chafey was Chaplain in Ordinary to George III George IV, William IIII, and Queen Victoria. He died in 1848. The badge is from the era right after Wm Pitt’s death in 1806, and is a special type. The fitted shell fits over a metal back, which is not present. 32x28mm EF. $565.  He served 4 monarchs, and his badge can be yours.  
WELLINGTON---Box medal, round 78mm. Bust of Wellington on the lid, Angel seated on the base---a modern medal, made in 1975, to look like the older versions--- inside each cover a roundel made to look like the ones issued in 1815, along with 13 full colour roundels with scenes of the battles and descriptions of the British army’s victories in Portugal and Spain. 2000 made. Box of issue as well. $175 and lovely.
WELLINGTON---WM Calendar medal, 40mm, for 1856. By Moses---. Toned obv, bright rev, Ch EF $95. 
WESLEY---42mm WM medal, for the Wesleyan 20th Century Fund. (1900).Bust R/Legend. Choice EF $38.

WINCHESTER CATHEDRAL---built in 1202, it was updated many times. In 1906, a section of the original foundation oak was used to make this memento, a  10+ inch long piece of wood, with the sword and keys carved in, and the dates and info as above. You don’t have one of these----  nice condition, $95.
WINSTON CHURCHILL—51mm Silver medal, 1965. Bust L/Hand with Torch. As made, $48.  

CRYSTAL PALACE---Handle Festival, 1859. Bronze medal, 51mm, awarded to S. Formon, Performer. Very nice, tiny dig but choice AU—just  $65. Medals were given to each performer at the festival.  
CIGARETTE CASE--- Well detailed metal case, with an engraving of a £1 note, a thing of the past!! Good condition, one of the internal straps intact, snaps closed----only lightly abused--- $110. 

British Empire Exhibition/Canadian National Railways—1924. A Model Train---engine and coal car, made of cast iron--- 3 by 4 by 14 inches. :The largest engine, &c. Sold at the exhibit, RARE   $195. 

TOY COINS---A Bracelet, with a Lozenge at the “top” ---Victoria, 1837”—and hanging from it 12 Toy Coins—7 in WM, 5 in Copper. The Bracelet and the copper pieces superb, the WM not so-- $95. 

Set of Toy Coins in the original cardboard box. Box with picture of Queen Victoria on lid, words “A Complete set of miniature coins from 1/2d to £1”. Bottom of box weak, but all there. All 12 coins present in perfect condition. Note in envelope shows cat. Value as £232 ($410), and a further note states that the box is RRR, and the only one known to exist. The box, plus the 12 toy coins and info slips, $375. 
OTHER NEAT STUFF--- 
Etienne Montgolfier flew in a balloon in 1783---here are a few medals relating to him, and to Balloons in general----Bust Montgolfier/Grand Hommes Francais” series, copper medal 41mm1821 GEF  $95

Montgolfier-100th Anniversary medalet (no hanger), Busts/shields, one with balloon—1883, bz 27mm $35. 

Eiffel Tower souvenir—1889, 29mm medalet, with Eiffel tower, and a Zepplin beside it. AEFm neat, $35. 

Gifford’s Balloon---In 1878, Henry Gifford offered rides over Paris in a “fixed”, or tethered, Balloon. A medal could be purchased---- Gilt Copper, 50mm. Obv: View of the Balloon over Paris. Rev: Souvenir, &c.  VF with the original hanger, $140.  

SPAIN---37.5mm Silver Proclamation medal for the accession of Charles III, Madrid, 1759. Really nice medal, wonderful portrait on obverse, Reverse, a standing figure representing the Kingdom. VF-GVF $265.
