History has shown us that he was right, one bank should not have as much power as the first bank did---and the system ultimately put in place and fine tuned over the next 100 years has served us well. Our legacy, however, has been the satirical and merchant tokens issued during this time---a reminder of what went on-- and of the mindset of the people.
