Above the medal

         a copper bar, “Washington City Oct. 1899”, above that a ribbon with flags, fraying but all there, and

        above that a copper hanger with intact pin, with a view of the Capitol building.

Andy Gump---a cartoon character from many years ago, this a 56mm round mirror, the other side with a

       large photo of Andy Gump, wearing a huge red bow tie, “Andy Gump for President”.

Suez Canal----- Silver, 41mm French medal for the opening of the Suez Canal, Nov 17, 1869. Commerce seated with Egypt, bales of goods. Rev, legends for opening of canal. Matte finish, about new, $195. 
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Richardson, Goodluck mini broadside----A 3 ½ X 5 ½” lottery advert, a fat man on a chair with money sticking out everywhere. See Middlesex 467-470 for their tokens issued in 1795. This paper piece a great addition to one of those. For the June, 1808 Lottery, and we are only 201 years late. About VF, $245. 

William III----an Act of Parliament, 1697, printed document in the black letter style, reprinted at some point. This act “to prevent counterfeiting of coin in the Kingdom”. Interesting item, 6 X 10”, 9 pages. $22. 

Group of British stock certificates-----pertaining to the British America Corporation, 1898,  $20. Park Town Estates 1850, Egyptian trading company 1866, Cobeldick Dredge works. Three pieces,  $15. 

Group of British stock certificates,----Frank Smith Diamond Exploration, (London and S. Africa),1920. own a diamond mine, $12.   Lamport and Holt Ltd, (ocean going ship), 1913, and London Globe Finance Corp 1899, (Hercules carrying the world). Two pieces, large format pieces, $20. 

East London Water Works, Stock transfer certificate, super style great for hanging, 1845. With four individual seals, slight tear at one of the folds but in VF overall. Great look, fairly rare piece, $125. 

American document----only one of it’s type I have ever seen, dated Philadelphia, September 29, 1784. Partially printed form, reimbursing a member of the Pennsylvania State Assembly for his time and mileage. Split along the folds, and taped with old paper tape from the back. For £60.10, this was presented for payment to state treasurer, David Rittenhouse---who went on to be the USA’s first mint master. $155. 

Calendar Medal----1854 & 1855, Brass, issued from Hyde Park New York!! Choice VF, $75. 

PIN---made from an 1868 French 5 frank coin. Silver, 41mm, pin intact. A bit ticky on the surfaces VF $25. 

Boxing---two boxers fighting on a 26mm 1928 silver medal awarded to J. Stokes, ship “Exmouth”. EF $59. 

Liberia, 1 cent coin, 1833. A nice VF. Native waving at ship by palm tree. $85. 

Prince and Princess of Wales, Visit to North Dock, 1881---and presented by The Evening Albion, the ad on the reverse promising the paper for 1d weekly. WM, 33mm, and a wavy (as made) EF or better. RARE, $92. 

South Africa “Hobo Shilling”, Bust Left done up with hat and pipe, very nice indeed. 1894. VF+ $45. 

Love Token---on a scale of 1 to 10 for ornate work, this is easily a “9”. Obv “COV”, rev “1892” on a silver 

USA dime. Very ornate, and worth $55 easily for the art. ChoiceGVF for grade. 

Love Token—ornate “Gussie”, on reverse of 16mm silver York Minster medal. Hanger & loop, GVF $24. 

Love Token,  “MW” in center of very ornate wreath, reverse with JT, one letter either side of a vase with a dove on the rim, a wreath around. On a Penny Token flan, plain edge, Work EF/VF on blank, $85. neat!

 George III halfpenny of the 1771-75 style, the obverse gilt but worn. VF obverse. The reverse planed off with Masonic and other symbols, and the words “Success to the Stormont”. The Stormont is Northern Ireland’s Parliament. Interesting piece of Irish history, and I am sure is unique---- Engraving EF. $120. 

T. Coulsell, round punch counterstamp on very worn George II halfpenny. Ctsp GVF, host fair. $95. 

Australia----R. Parker, Geelong. Ironmonger, penny. VF, woman with scales and cornucopia, ship at sea.

Napoleon----A 40mm copper medal, Napoleon to L/St Helena memorial on the reverse. . Memorial erected, 1885. View of the tomb, nearly full luster and in superb condition. $110.
