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Happy New Year!!!  Last year at this time I gave a bit of a rundown on the state of the token, and the surprise I had over the prices in the UK--- and I need not change that. The British market is still very hot—for coins and tokens, with medals being not far behind. The DNW sale of the Spence collection was a perfect example of this. The sale had lots of material not recently offered, and the quality was good overall. The nice material and the rarities brought out the bidders, and the prices realized were universally very strong. One should look to these results as an indication of what serious collectors will pay for the rarities. Nice examples of almost everything sold for more than the estimates. Rare material, if it was nice, sold for multiples of the estimate. There were very few “bargains” to be found in this sale. 


One must factor in, for the US buyer, the fact that the British Pound Sterling is strong and the US dollar weak. Even in private stock a token that was offered to me at a discount often exceeded the price I have been asking at home. Thus, I bought only superb material for the grade, and rarities.


Considering the way that US and British coins have shot up, our tokens are still quite cheap in comparison. My main concern is to try to keep all collectors in the market. I keep the best, and wholesale out the rest--- and try to get a nice token in your hands no matter the grade---this I shall continue to do. Any defects will be noted, and keep in mind that you are not expected to keep any item that does not please, for any reason.
