This listing contains the standard references and other important reference books, be it a descriptive catalogue or an historical theme book. After those are listed, you will find general information books that cover more than one series of token, books on tickets and passes, pamphlets, catalogues, and books on Communion tokens, a very elusive set of references. 

A dealer MUST have these books to function. Many are very hard to locate, and this is an opportunity to buy some wonderful reference material that is not often offered. Why am I not buying it, you might ask---well, in may cases I DID, since I had first pick. However, being a dealer myself I also already own some of the volumes. I see in these lots books that I sought for months, and even years, before finding a copy.

17th Century Token references----
Tokens of the 17th Century, Wm. Boyne. 1858. 632pp, with 42 plates. The original work, re-bound later. Fine internally, and nice condition overall. Williamson was a direct reprint from Boyne. $125. **
Williamson, 3 volume set on 17th C tokens, 1891. 3 Volume reprint, Seaby, 1967. VF, dust covers. Three volumes, nearly new---consecutively numbered to a total of 1574 pages. Some line drawings, and a complete index to the issuers, which is invaluable when trying to determine in what county a piece is located. Absolutely needed to collect these tokens. Superb set $150.

Dickenson, Michael—17TH Century Tokens of the British Isles and their Values. 1886. 292 pages, second printing Spink 2004. This book was out of print, and the price had risen to over $200 for a copy---with the reprint, it brings it back to earth. Indispensable for pricing, a much needed volume.  New $95. **

Boyne’s Yorkshire tokens and seals. Private printing Wm Boyne 1858. 2nd Edition. Covers primarily 17th Century pieces.  Hardbound, cover detached, binding sound. Illustrated throughout. Cannot be many of these, even in the 2nd edition. G-VG $125.   

Welsh Tokens of the 17th C. Boone. Card Covered, 144 pages. Some stain on cover, F otherwise. $10. 

Tradesmen’s Tokens current in London and it’s vicinity between the years 1648 and 1672. Described from the originals in the British Museum and in several private collections. Akerman, John Yonge. The large paper edition, 258 pages with some ad pages at the back. Eight plates of tokens. Original blue cloth, spine defective, covers detached. 1849. Contents VG-F. Rare large paper copy.  $120.  **
Trade Tokens issued in the 17th Century in the county of Westmoreland. Williamson. Green paper covered, featuring pp1219 through pp1226 of his reprint of Boyne. 10 pages. Most likely quite scarce in this form. VG-F overall, interesting item---

Dalton and Hamer---The Provincial Token Coinage of the 18th Century.  568 pages, illustrated with the photos of the tokens next to the descriptions throughout. The “bible” for collecting “Conder” tokens, and a book that has held up since it was finished in 1917, with many reprintings. Available:

New, 1996 edition, Blue cloth, updates bound into the front of the volume. $150.  **

New, 2004 edition , Green cloth, with some updates bound in, another update in a folder tipped in. $185. **
Dalton and Hamer----original set, (1917) less section XI (Wales). Hardbound, in two volumes. Missing the

collotype plates for Anglesey through Pembrokeshire in Wales. Add that in, and it is a complete set in very

nice condition. The much later binding is “OK” if a little sloppy, the interior pages F-VF with no dampstains seen in a cursory inspection. $475

Bell, Commercial Coins, 1787-1804.  VF internally, tear in dust jacket. $65. ** 

Bell, Specious Tokens. No dust cover. Very Fine overall.258pp. Though it is not written in stone, as Bell’s books show up often in sets, this seems to be the most elusive volume.  $95. 

Bell, Political Tokens. Dust cover, second edition. VF copy, xxxpages. Covering Spence tokens and national  
Medalets.  Nice condition $80. **   First Edition, signed by the author, #170/300, nice condition $95. ** 
Bell, Building Medalets. Dust cover. About new. Xxx pages, covering the building tokens of Kempson and 

Skidmore. Excellent condition, $55. **

Bell, Tradesmen’s Tickets and Private Tokens.  About as new but for tear in dust jacket. $85. **

Bazaar, Exchange, and Mart—Xerox copy of Vol XXVIII, first half of 1883, January to July.  $10.
Bazaar, Exchange, and Mart. H Welch, Davisson. Hardbound, 90 copies.  This volume contains nearly all of the information given in the Bell series of books on Conders, with much other information. The Bazaar, Exchange, and Mart was published throughout the decade, and for nearly 10 years Richard Samuel had a column dealing with the tokens. He described them and invited comments, which were often printed, resulting in new information about the pieces. Harold Welch found a set, and proceeded to gather copies of all the pages pertaining to the tokens. This volume was the result. Nearly impossible to find.  About as new, $350. 
The Token Coinage of South London, Waters. Welch reprint, 1998.. Hardbound, 33 pages, 2 plates, and one fold out ad. As new, copy #22 or 25 printed. The original printing was limited to 100 copies and is nearly impossible to find, leading to Harold Welch doing this VERY limited reprint nearly 100 years later. Interesting information covering Southwark and other localities.  About new---$65. 

Notes on Private Tokens, their Issuers, and Die Sinkers. 44pp, 6 plates, by S. H. Hamer. Cardboard covers, Original pages with the original Collotype plates. Removed from the pages of the BNJ. Part One, pp 299-pp 332, through Northumberland. Part Three, pages 271-279---plus the plates. Part two is not bound in, and the pages are bound by cord. Green cloth spine. Most likely done by an enthusiast, certainly not professionally, but it does have the original pages and plates. $50. **

Notes on 18th C., Tokens, Arthur Waters. Card covered. 54pp. Waters thought that more information than was included in D&H was needed, and this has a good deal of information on diesinkers, whether the piece is a Genuine trade token, or specious, &c.  Really VF for one of these. Nice. $55. 

Atkins, Evasion Tokens---the pages of Atkins 1892 book professionally reprinted by Withers. A fine little 16 page soft cover volume with some history and the Atkins listings. New in 2004, it is a handy guide $9.  ** 

Xerox Copy of Atkins pages on Evasion Tokens. Complete listing as in Atkins book, pp 385-395. Clear copy, easy to read. Most people own this as a Xerox copy as the book is prohibitively rare. $5 

Token Catalog and Handbook, Davisson. Tokens for sale, and some historical background, how to care for the copper and more. 1991  95pp plus 12 plates. $6.

19th C Token Coinage, W. J. Davis, 1904. Seaby reprint, 1969. 284pp, plus 15 pages of plates. 

Contents F-VF, dust cover wrinkled but VG. Clean volume. $95 

Bell, Copper Commercial Coins, (19th Century).  1964. 238 pp illustrated. This volume has information about the issuers of these fascinating pieces not found elsewhere. With dust cover,  F-VF nice at $45
Bell, Unofficial Farthings. Hardbound. VF copy. 248pp, dust cover. Illustrated throughout. This volume is needed, as the Bell-Whitmore-Sweeny volume that updates it and supercedes it in many ways does not have complete descriptions. Fairly hard to locate, this one in superb condition, small tear in dust cover. $65. 

Bell/Whitmore/Sweeney. “A Supplement to Bell’s Unofficial Farthings”. New, indispensable-- $37.
Down to short supply, I understand. A few copies left, indispensable. Re-numbering from Bell, and with updated rarity ratings as well as many new listings and other information.  **

Silver Token Coinage, Dalton. 1922. Original softbound edition. Contents Fine, coverGood, detached.   The original, with the collotype plates, very valuable for the detail that is seen. No dampstains. 64pp. Illustrated throughout. 200 copies printed, this #135 signed by Richard Dalton. $150 

Silver Token Coinage, Dalton. 1922. The hardbound Seaby reprint, 1968. F-VF, dust jacket. $45. 

Tokens of those Trying Times—Mays. History of Silver tokens, and Dalton’s reprinted catalogue. . Fascinating history, with the catalogue and plates!! 248pp, Dust jacket, New $85 

Notes on the silver tokens of the 19th C. Arthur Waters. Card covered, 22pp. Includes the same sort of notes as found in his 18th C volume. Quite interesting and desirable. About F, tad wrinkled $25. 

General information works, 17th – 19th Century tokens. 
James Atkins, Colonial Coinage of the British Isles. Hardbound, 404 pp.  No Conder information, but much information on Bermuda coinage, Sierra Leone, and other pieces made for trade outside England by the same manufacturers of the Conder tokens and in the same time frame. Very interesting.   1888. Good. $45. 

Kent’s British metallic Coins and tradesmen’s tokens with their values, 1600-1912. 1913. Hardbound, 354 pages, with some pages of ads at the back (one for Water’s now rare books on London tokens). The Provincial tokens of each county are addressed, and have a value assigned with a description. A very early and interesting “Conder” price guide, with the same done in the book for silver tokens and more. 

Interesting, and the first volume of this work I have seen---- VG-F. $100  




General Information books
Ashraf, P. M. – The Life and times of Thomas Spence. 1983.  Hardbound, 212 pp. Contains a biography, and a selection of writings accomplished by Spence. Interesting reading, regretfully not all of the facts in the book about his life are—facts, that is. All in all a very interesting read--- dust cover, about VF $32. 
“Pigs Meat” edited by Spokesman Press---selected writings of Thomas Spence--- A good look into the mind of this prolific token issuer and one of the first socialists. Includes the biography and much of his writing. Soft cover, $25.   

JRS Whiting, Trade Tokens, a Social and Economic History, 1971. 192pp, dust cover. Information not given anywhere else, and I have used my copy often.  VF copy.  $45.

The Soho Mint and the Industrialization of Money. Richard Doty. Here the curator of coinage at the Smithsonian Museum gives us the definitive history of Boulton, Watt, their mints and steam power presses, as well as its effect on the money of the world. Wonderful content. 350pp NEW, in original shrink wrap $95. ***
“One Thousand Guineas”---By W. Bryce Neilson---  2003. Catalogue of imitation Spade Guineas, half guineas, advertisement guineas, and more. Card covered---- New $30
The Counterfeit Coin Story---Peters. 2002. Soft cover, 218 pages. A look at counterfeiting from the Greeks to the present day, with heavy concentration on British counterfeiting. A must for collectors of counterfeit halfpence, with many stories and anecdotes. A great read----$45.
